Despite open and endovascular revascularisation procedures, PAD can gradually progress in some patients to critical
limb ischaemia. In these situations, patients will require amputation of the lower limb.

In 2014-2016 there were 9,804 major lower limb amputations submitted to the NVR, which is about 57% of the actual
cases performed across the UK.
